Rules And Regulations For Participants 

     We, the volunteers at Seminole Valley Farm Museum, would like to welcome and thank you for participating in our event. We hope this will be an enjoyable and fun event for you and your “family”. We know events like this are not possible without you and your experience in re-enacting. 

*We would like to make this event as “period correct” as we can. To insure success of this event, you cooperation in following the rules and regulations are greatly appreciated. Remember we are all trying to educate the public.

*We are a part of the Cedar Rapids Parks department, so with this in mind, pets must be on a leash at all times and please walk your pet on the outskirts of the property. 

*Camp hours, open to the public, 9:00 – 4:00 Saturday and 9:00 - 3:00 on Sunday.

*Please remember, as of 8:00 am Saturday until 3:00 pm Sunday, vehicles are not allowed on the grounds. If an emergency arises, contact a Seminole Valley Farm Museum staff member. 

*Try to maintain fist person impressions while the public is present and camp is open.
Please hide, modern cigarettes, lighters, wristwatches, Coleman like lanterns, cameras, flashlights, coolers, plastic items, and cardboard boxes. All non-period correct Civil War items should be kept out of public view. 

*No use of fireworks or pyrotechnics allowed. If scripted in battle, a licensed pyrotechnic will be provided.

*Alcohol should only be consumed when the camp is closed to the public. Any drunkenness or abusive/unruly behavior will be dealt with and the offender will be escorted off the grounds.

*No live projectiles or bullets are allowed at anytime.

*”Coggons” test papers required for each horse of Mounted Cavalry. Number of horses on the battle field are limited, determined by the Union and Confederate commanders. 
*Units must take part in the drill to take part in the battle.

*Due to the size of the battle field, artillery will be limited as determined by the Union and Confederate commanders. First registered will be first on the field.
*No one allowed on the Battle Field without a Ribbon 

*To carry weapons on the battlefield, re-enactors must be 16 years old.

*Children are always welcome, but please supervise them at all times by an adult.

*Campfires: please remove the sod and place to the side to be replaced after the event. All fires need to be completely extinguished before replacing the sod. Please keep them small and maintained at all times. No bon-fires. Take as much firewood as you need but please return what you don’t use.

*At the end of the event please help us by picking up unwanted trash. Camps are expected to be returned to their original condition. 

*The event sponsors and organizers cannot assume any liability for loss of property, accidents, injuries, or any legal responsibility what so ever that may occur during the course of or as a result of the encampment prior to, during or after the Reflections of the Civil War at Seminole Valley Farm Museum in Cedar Rapids, Iowa
*The Union and Confederate commanders, the Provost Marshal, Civil War Committee, and every unit commander are responsible for enforcing the military conduct of the troops both on the field and in the camps. Violators will be asked to leave the event.
